In her presentation, ecological detective
and PHD candidate Emily Gonzales begs
an even bigger question, how do
ecosystems work?  She reveals that this
isn’t rocket science; in fact, it is much
more complicated than that!

Emily’s research project attempts to find
out what processes find out plant
communities in Garry oak meadows.  She
is trying to determine if and how
competition (by invasive grasses) and
herbivory are contributing to the demise
of  Garry oak ecosystems.

So far, her research reveals the impact of
these factors may depend on the nature of
the site.  For example, although exotic
grasses had no effect on the establishment
of  native forbs in shallow soil sites, some
native species established at lower rates in
the presence of exotic grasses in deep
soils.

Emily also expressed concern regarding
native plants’ ability to disperse their
seeds, particularly when islands of habitat
are far away from one another. So, in her
spare time she collects and propagates
animal scat (one of the many joys of
being an ecologist) to see which plants are
being dispersed in this manner, native or
non-native.

So, where have all the flowers gone?
According to her research the following
statements are becoming clearer:

• Non-native grasses now dominate
most oak ecosystems, but their
invasion may not be driven solely
by competition

• Herbivores reduce the
performance of native plants

• Competition reduces
establishment of native plants in
deep soil sites

• Herbivores may also spread non-
native species through their feces

How do these findings inform us as
restorations? By determining what
processes are most significant, and how
they interact with one another, hopefully
we can increase our efficacy.  Emily
recommends that we remove non-native
biomass, augment areas with native species
and exclude herbivores from restoration
areas.  In other words, we are doing exactly
what we are supposed to, so Go Restore!
Now what do we do with those rascal
rabbits?

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GORP - A Restoration Year in Review
In 2005 the GORP had 50 registered volunteers. Along with community and school groups, these hard
working volunteers came to 25 work parties and contributed 807 hours to the project!   They removed large
amounts of ivy, blackberry and broom and planted native species to prevent re-establishment by these
invasive species.  On some of the GORP sites, we can finally claim that invasive species are being kept in
check.

Some other highlights this year include: launching the GORP’s first native plant salvage and transplant work
parties where hundred’s of camas bulbs were transplanted to the Wetherby and Playfair Parks.  Mahon
Brook has a new centennial trail, the Strategic Plan was updated and many of the GORP sites have new
signs.  The GORP hosted an orientation for new volunteers, a Site Steward meeting, two trainings, the
annual volunteer recognition event and sponsored the Community Educators to attend the Educator’s
Guide workshop.

So what can the GORP look forward to in 2006?  The GORP is always seeking to solicit more participation
and support from the community, adjacent neighbours and schools. Our Community Educators are key to
increasing awareness and understanding of our management strategies, like not mowing certain areas, or
removing “pretty flowers” such as daffodils, crocuses, and bluebells.  Hopefully the neighbours will help us
remove these  and other weedy species (dandelions, oyster plants, thistles and poison hemlock etc.) that are
appearing in mass quantities, especially in seasonal mow zones and areas where we mulch with oak leaves.
